Problem Description:

Ford Motor Company (Ford) is recalling certain 2022 Maverick vehicles. The side-curtain air bags may not deploy properly. As
such, these vehicles fail to comply with the requirements of Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard number 226,

"Ejection Mitigation."

Consequence:
Improper deployment of an air bag increases the risk of injury in a crash.

Remedy:

Dealers will replace the left and right side-curtain air bag modules with a new design, free of charge. Owner notification letters are
expected to be mailed September 22, 2022. Owners may contact Ford customer service at 1-866-436-7332. Ford's number for this
recall is 22C20.

Under 49 U.S.C. § 30112(a), it is illegal for anyone, including a manufacturer, distributor, dealer, or retailer to sell an item
of equipment or vehicle that fails to comply with all applicable Federal motor vehicle safety standards.

As stated in Part 573.7, submission of the first of eight consecutive quarterly status reports is required within one month
after the close of the calendar quarter in which notification to purchasers occurs. Therefore, the first quarterly report will
be due on, or before, 30 days after the close of the calendar quarter.
